Final selection of project(s) receiving award will be contingent on scientific review and 

availability of funds. Some criteria considered when reviewing applications include: 

• Project's relevance to the diagnosis and treatment of ROSI+ cancers

• Scientific and technical merit, innovation, and feasibility of the research plan

• Research environment

• Qualifications of the principal investigator(s) and team
• Appropriateness of the requested budget and timeline to complete the proposed

research project within the award timeline (1 year) and budget ($75k)

• Publication costs: The ROSlders strongly encourage open access publications of

all findings from the project. All publication costs must directly relate to The

ROSlders project.
